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Good goalkeeping from Olly Thorpe when needed, solid all round defending, good passing and work rate in midfield and decent finishing combined together to make this one of the best performances of the season from the u16s, who were, quite frankly, far too good for Mildenhall and brushed them aside 7-1. 

On a pitch much worse than recent weeks, the U16s still tried to play passing football. It would be hard to pick out individuals in a great team performance, but Art Chewprecha and Jan Irwin were both magnificent, not putting a foot wrong between them. Conor once again kept running for everything and every lost cause, Dan and Adam Green controlled the game superbly in midfield and their range of passing was far too great for Mildenhall, and Dan Berryman’s finishing was once again its high standard. Chris also put last week’s disappointment behind him as he grabbed two goals. 

Overall a great team performance meant the U16s keep the pressure on teams above and around them.
